Registration

Participants  

 MPTC is open to all 6
th

, 7
th

 and 8
th

 grade children of MP residents.   

 Guests are not permitted.  

Two MPTC grade specific events may take place on the same night, at different locations (example:  8
th
 Grade 

is at the MPTC House, 6
th
 & 7

th
 Grade is at the Community Center). 

Admission Fee’s 

Admission is $6.00 per event.  Please bring exact change if possible.  Snacks are sold for $0.50-$1.00.  

Admission fee will also cover the cost of supplies for special events such as tee shirts for the Air Brush Artist, 

skate rental, etc. unless otherwise noted.  

Location 

 MP Community Center, 51 Jim Fear Drive 

 MP Borough School Gymnasium, 500 Speedwell Avenue 

 MP Teen Center House, Route 53 (white house just west of the intersection of Route 53 & Route 202) 

In addition, some MPTC Events are held at locations outside of Morris Plains such as Mennen Arena.  Please 

consult the calendar for specific locations.  

DROP OFF & PICK UP 

 MPTC Events begin at 7:30 p.m. and end at 10:00 p.m. unless otherwise noted on the calendar.  

 Please do not drop off your child before the designated start time of an event.  There is no supervision 

available and your child will not be allowed into the facility until the official start time.  

 If your child is more than 30 minutes late for an event, you or your designee are required to personally 

come into the event and sign in your child 

 Children are not permitted to leave early unless a parent signs them out with a Program Supervisor. 

 Children are required to remain on the premises for the duration of all events.  If a child attempts to leave 
the premises, parents will be notified to pick up their child immediately and the child will not be 
permitted to return to future MPTC Events. 

 Parents are strongly discouraged from allowing their children to walk home from any MPTC events.   
 Please pick your child up on time.  Parents are responsible for their child after the MPTC Event ends.  

 Parking 

o Borough School:  All drop off and pick up is at the Gym Entrance only 

o Community Center:  All drop off and pick up is at the parking lot adjacent to the building or the 

circle drive.  DO NOT PARK IN THE CIRCLE DRIVE, you will receive a parking violation. 

o MPTC House:  Drop off and pick up through the circle drive.  If you need to park for an 

extended period of time, please use the lot at the VFW baseball field.  The parking area of the 

MPTC House becomes congested very quickly. 

CANCELLATION OF TEEN CENTER EVENTS 

 If school is cancelled at the Borough School on the date of MPTC event, the event is also cancelled. 

 Time permitting, cancellation of events will be posted at www.morrisplainsboro.org. 

 As a courtesy, email notification of cancellations will be sent to parents when possible.

FINANCIAL SUPPORT 
The Borough of Morris Plains generously provides the MPTC with two adult supervisors for events as well as 

facilities to host activities.  In addition, the MPTC receives a grant from MAC as a drug and alcohol alternative 

activity.  All other funding is generated by admission fees and fundraising.  Fundraising has become an 

important part of the MPTC organization to allow us to provide the quality and variety of programs offered.  

Your participation in these fundraising activities allows us to keep the admission fees  reasonable.  Please 

participate and consider signing up to help with one of the following events: MP Fall Festival Art, Craft and 

Gift Show/ cookie dough and pretzel sale; recycling at the MP Recycling Center; and MP Community Clean 

Up. 

CHAPERONES 

A required element to the MPTC’S success is the cooperation and dedication of parent chaperones.  The 

Borough of Morris Plains generously provides two adult supervisors for the MPTC program.  All additional 

supervision is provided by the parents of the participating children.  If your child plans to attend any Teen 

Center activity/event, you are required to chaperone a minimum of two events/activities during the 2006-

2007 school year. 

 Children will not be permitted to attend any MPTC events unless the parent “Chaperone Sign-

Up” has been completed. 

 Parents may volunteer for a fundraising activity in lieu of a chaperone date. 

 Parents are asked to submit 3-4 suggested dates that they are available to chaperone. 

 Parents will be assigned to chaperone two events (per child) for each Teen Center calendar year.  We 

will make every effort possible to assign you to your first choice event(s). 

 Parents will receive an email confirmation for their chaperone assignments. 

 If you are unable to chaperone an event that you are scheduled for, you are responsible for finding 

a chaperone substitute as soon as possible, and calling the Chaperone Coordinator with the 

change.  Please mark your confirmed dates on your calendar after you receive them. 

 The substitute chaperone list and phone numbers will be posted on the MP Borough website 

(www.morrisplainsboro.org) 

 Parents on the Chaperone Substitute List understand that they are responsible for chaperoning at least 

twice during the year.  

 In the case of a cancelled Teen Center Event (because of snow, etc.) scheduled chaperones will be 

contacted to reschedule their chaperone duty.

   MORRIS PLAINS TEEN CENTER 

      RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 

The Teen Center has basic rules and regulations regarding behavior, which are designed to promote a fun and 

safe environment for all participants.  Failure to comply with the rules and regulations shall result in parental 

notification. Suspension of attendance privileges can and will result, depending upon the seriousness of the 

violation. 

 

The following is a list of rules and regulations: 

1. Respect for adult chaperones and fellow children must be observed at all times. 

2. Respect for property, building and grounds must be shown at all times. Anyone defacing or destroying 

property, buildings or grounds will be penalized for his/her actions and their parent or guardian will be 

held financially responsible for damages. 

3. A permission form for each child must be completed prior to admission. 

4. The use or presence of alcohol, tobacco or illegal drugs is prohibited from all Teen Center Events. 

5. No one is permitted in the building before or after designated activities. No one shall be allowed to leave 

before the conclusion of the activity without their parent or guardian.  

6. If a child is more than 30 minutes late for an event, a parent or their designee must accompany them 

inside the building to be signed in. 

7. Fighting is prohibited. There will be no tolerance for violent or destructive behavior on the premises.  

8. The possession of guns, knives or anything used as weapons is prohibited at all Teen Center Events. 

9. There will be no tolerance for abusive language on the premises. 

10. Refreshments are permitted in the designated areas only. 

11. Attendees will be allowed in the designated activity areas only. 

12. Children must wear sneakers for events held in the Borough School gym. 

13. Use of cell phones during MPTC events is prohibited.  If a child needs to contact a parent or guardian, 

they may use their cell phone with the permission of a Supervisor.
